To get information from automatic stations located near and in Galveston Bay go to:

Click on "Texas". Change the scale of the map as needed, 
then click on the red/yellow marker next to the word "Lake Jackson" in the map. It is actually Freeport.
Click on "Plot Data"

The red curve is observed, and the blue line is predicted.

If an observed (red) curve isn't shown, choose another station.
